A. Clinical: fetal weight in excess of 4000g, in excess of 4500g

B. LGA:  large for gestational age

C. Symmetric macrosomia

1. all fetal parameters exceed the 90th percentile for gestational age

2. also called “constitutional macrosomia”

3. occurs in patients with large stature and recurs in the samepatient

D. Asymmetric macrosomia

1. occurs in diabetic pregnancies

2. the head and femur measurements vary in size, but usually fall below the 90th percentile

3. shoulder distocia
